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In these photos I am demonstrating what we have been working on with the horses and

how I go about getting them used to different things.

I am working with Allie to get her used to being touched with a whip so she is not afraid
by rubbing her with it.
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I teach the horse to side pass and ask her to move away from the whip. This lesson helps
in a number of ways. (1) It teaches the horse cross its legs properly so when doing other

movements they don’t get tangled and upset. (2) It helps when teaching the horse to lunge
so they move away. (3) Helps with later training under saddle.
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
