AND START TO DO IT IN OTHER PLACES.

USING THE STOOL IN THIS WAY HELPS THE HORSES NOT ONLY LEARN TO STAND
QUIETLY FOR MOUNTING AT A MOUNTLING BLOCK, OR ROCK OR STUMP IF OUT

ON TRAILS, BUT GETS THE HORSE USED TO GOING UP AND DOWN AS WELL.
WE HAVE ALSO BEGUN LUNGING THE HORSE, AT THIS POINT AND THE HORSE

HAS WORN A BLANKET, AND HAD A SURCINGLE ON TOO.
WE WALKED HAWK FORWARD ONE STEP WHEN EMILIE GOT ALL THE WAY ACROSS
HAWKS BACK REWARDED HER AND WALKED HER FORWARD A FEW MORE STEPS

THEN EMILIE SLID DOWN TO THE GROUND. HAWK DID AWESOME.
